Function of the Part
A- The bottom of the microscope.
B- The lens at the top of the microscope that is looked through.
C- Used for initial focusing on low power to visualize the specimen. (You use this knob FIRST.)
D- rotating mount that holds 3 objective lenses
E- Used to bring the slide into very sharp focus. (Use this knob SECOND)
F- Gathers light from the specimen. Typically come in magnifications of 4X, 10X, 40X.
G- This controls how much light travels through the opening of the stage.
H- The flat surface that the slide is put on.
I- The tube that joins the objective lens to the eyepiece.
J- The curved part of the microscope that supports the tube and connects it to the base of the microscope.
K- used to hold the slide still on the stage
L- produces the light
